Des Spittall Scholarship for Keeper Research.

The Australasian Society of Zookeeping operates and manages the annual ‘Des Spittall Scholarship for Keeper Research’, which is available to any financial member of the ASZK. The annual scholarship is named in honour of the late Des Spittall, a life member of ASZK. It is to the value of $2,000 and has been established to ‘encourage and aid any keeper based research project relating to animal husbandry, conservation or captive breeding within the Australasian Region’. 

The ‘Des Spittall Scholarship for Keeper Research’ is available to any individual or corporate member of the ASZK, providing that such memberships are financially current.  

Applications for this Scholarship are sought in October of each year. Prospective applicants are invited to submit a written proposal of their intended project, outlining in as much detail as possible the aim, purpose and methodology to which the grant funds will be spent and the anticipated outcomes of the project.

All applications are then evaluated by a dedicated ‘Scholarship Committee’ with a recommendation being forwarded to the ASZK Management Committee in December for their endorsement. Applicants are notified of the outcome shortly thereafter.

Successful applicants will be required to submit a report at the end of their project term detailing outcomes and expenditure records. An article for thylacinus, or a presentation to the ASZK or ICZ annual conference on the project is also encouraged.
